Finally, I would like to extend my gratitude to  

everyone who has supported the staff, the Kiwis and 

our Four Nations campaign.  Each and every one of us 

has proven in one way or another that rugby league 

in New Zealand is certainly more than just a game.  
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FOUR NATIONS COACHING SEMINAR  
As  part of the Coaching and Development   

programme the NZRL took advantage of the  

presence of highly respected elite coaches Ivan 

Cleary, Steve McNamara, Tim Sheens and Stephen 

Kearney to hold an open coaching seminar.  

Around 100 people paid $25 to attend the event 

held at a room kindly supplied by Simpson  

Grierson in the city.  

 

Ivan Cleary lead off, talking to the group about 

setting values for an organisation and a team, the 

importance of following this up with a long term 

strategy (which for him is actually only one  

season), then about how they use the bye to  

review and make changes or a new plan if needed.  

 

He talked about how the coaching team works to 

build confidence of the individuals which then flows 

through to the team and, when asked, about build-

ing metal toughness. Finally he discussed mentors 

and their benefits, but stressed how important it is 

to ótrust the voice within.ô He answered a number 

of questions before handing over to Steve  

McNamara from England.   

 

Steve talked at length about what it is like to bring 

a young team from England to Australasia to  

compete, and about the plans and preparation he 

undertook. He said they are building for the future 

and have tried to overturn the urban myths that 

surround such tours, everything from the 

perceived advantages of our óbetterô weather 

to the relative strengths of the Super League 

and NRL competition. He also answered a 

number of questions before handing over to 

Tim Sheens of Australia.  

 

Tim opted to speak for a short period then 

spent nearly an hour answering questions, at 

length and with wide ranging and fascinating 

responses. Perhaps unsurprisingly the first 

question asked of Tim was about coaching for 

and against Benji Marshall.  

 

Lastly Stephen took the floor and also did a Q 

& A session. He was asked questions about 

coaching the Kiwis, his plans for Parramatta 

and his involvement in rugby league develop-

ment in NZ. He said that even with his new 

role he will continue to work closely with 

Tony Kemp and the NZRL to monitor and 

support local talent identification and  

development, and he spoke positively about 

the camps which were held in NZ and Austra-

lia with young elite players in 2010. The 

speakers all referred to and supported  

comments made by the others.  

 

Seminars initially planned for Rotorua and 

Wellington were unable to go ahead.  
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A number of members of the Kiwis squad who are currently based in Australia, returned home on  

October 9 to join their team mates in camp to prepare for the Four Nations. They were greeted at  

Auckland International airport by a Maori welcome and a number of fans who had waited patiently while 

they cleared customs after their various flights. Having spent some time with fans signing autographs 

and having photos taken, they went straight to TVNZ to honour Sir Peter Leitch who was featuring in

PLAYER OF THE YEAR 

AWARDS  
The whoôs who of International Rugby League were in attendance 

at Eden Park to acknowledge the winners of these prestigious 

awards. Kiwi Centre Shaun Kenny -Dowall was crowned the world's 

best centre just two weeks after being named New Zealand Rugby League's Player of the Year. His 

Roosters team mate Todd Carney also capped off a stellar year in which he received the NRL Dally M 

award, being named both Five -eighth and International Player of the Year.  

 

Other Kiwis in consideration for Awards were International Rookie of the Year nominees Kieran Foran, 

Ben Matulino and Jared Waerea -Hargreaves while Manu Vatuvei, Benji Marshall, Thomas Leuluai, Frank -

Paul Nuuausala, Issac Luke and Bronson Harrison featured as finalists in their respective positional  

categories . 

 

Ron McGregor OBE, a New Zealand international who as an  

administrator became a pioneer for the professional game, was 

post -humously honoured for his lifetime of service to Rugby 

League with the Spirit of Rugby League Award. Ron, Kiwi No. 

298, toured with the 1947 ð1948 Kiwis and when his playing  

career was cut short by injury he became Auckland Rugby League 

secretary. In 1970 he began a seventeen year term as NZRL 

President/Chairman. He received an OBE in 1983 and retired  

from rugby league in 1986, but returned as President from 2005 

until his passing in 2007.  

 

The RLIF Awards were constituted in 2008 as part of the Rugby  

League World Cup celebrations and are

The night started with the England -Papua New Guinea curtain - raiser, 

where debutant centre Tony Clubb scored four tries in England's 36 -10 

win.  

The atmosphere intensified with the national anthems ahead of the Kiwis 

unveiling a new haka, which sent the crowd into a frenzy. Unfortunately 

for the Kiwis, they were unable to execute the game plan prescribed for 

the match and found themselves in a position where they were forced into catch -up mode.  

While the Kangaroos controlled the scoreboard for significant stretches of the game, the statistics didn't all 

reflect their dominance. For instance, the Kiwis made more metres (1296 -1176), more line breaks (7 -6), 

more tackle breaks (44 -32) and missed fewer tackles (32 -44) than the Australians. The Kangaroos had only 

three players who carried the ball 100 metres or more while the Kiwis had seven. The error count was  

identical at 10 -10 but it was the nature of the Kiwis' errors and where they happened on the field which 

proved to have a telling bearing on the shape of the game.

A breathtaking 79 th -minute try netted the Kiwis their third major title in five 

years when they beat the Kangaroos 16 -12 in the Four Nations final at  

Suncorp Stadium in Brisbane.  

 

It was in Brisbane that the Kiwis beat the Australians 34 -20 to win the World 

Cup for the first time in history in 2008 and marked the country's third  

triumph against the Kangaroos in a major final in five years following the  

24 -0 whitewash in the Tri Nations decider in Leeds in 2005. The two  

countries also met in the 2006 Tri Nations showdown in Sydney when the 

Kangaroos prevailed in golden point extra time, winning 16 -12.  

 

The New Zealanders had any number of heroes with loose forward  

Jeremy Smith one of standouts. A tight calf muscle had prevented him  

training since the previous Saturday's Eden Park encounter but he was  

utterly inspirational in all he did, making 33 tackles without a missed tackle 

or an ineffective tackle.
