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SPORTS FIRST AID
COURSE KEEPS NZRL
UP TO DATE

First aid is a constantly evolving discipline where better ways to manage everything from bleeding and sprains
to CPR is regularly reviewed. Because of this, it is important to keep first aid knowledge current. As NZRL staff
are amongst those most likely to be first on the scene of incidents everywhere from their local park to
Community Camps and National Competition games, they started the year with a Sports First Aid course

presented by Dave Browning (above) of Life Care Consultants Ltd. The three -hour course covered: CPR;

dealing with bleeding, from small cuts to large bleeds; strains and sprains; concussions; shock and what to do

when someone loses a tooth. If you are likely to be involved with any sports team, be it the littlest mini -mods
through to your teenagerés team or if youdd like to be invc

well worth the time. Simple acronyms like DRS ABC and TOTAPS make it easy to learn and retain the crucial
information.

DRS ABC is for use in an emergency where someone is unconscious, be it at a car accident or due to a clash of

heads on afield. Danger - identify and eliminate hazards, Responsiveness - check if the person is responsive
by pinching their ear (do not shake or slap as that may aggravate a head injury), Send for help - ask someone
to call for an ambulance and to come back and let you know when they have, Airway - check this is clear and

open, Breathing - check if they are breathing and CPR - heel of your hand in the middle of the chest, then 30
compressions and 2 breaths. Although it is best for CPR to be done by someone who is trained, the most
important component for survival is Compressions, fast and firm and on -going until an ambulance arrives.

TOTAPS is used for identifying the extent of a persons injury and means Talk, Observe, Touch, Active,
Passive and  Skills. If you have been involved in sports first aid you may already be familiar with these terms

and what is involved in their use. If not, then
you should attend the course to get all the
detailed information.

RICE is another useful term for dealing with
sprains and bruises - Rest, |ce, Compress

and Elevate. Again the best way to under-
stand these is to attend a course.

Everyone agreed that the course was very
useful and that the three hours flew by.

This Sports First Aid course is a component of
the First Aid Officers course and is available
through your Zone.

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THREE GENERATIONS OF

RUGBY LEAGUE

The legend of the great Maori player, Puti (Steve)
Tipene Watene Kiwi No. 216 and NZRL Legend of
League, lives on. Playing five tests for New Zealand
from 1932 - 1937, he was one of the most versatile
players the game has known. He first played for New
Zealand when he was 19 and was the first Maori player
to captain New Zealand.

In 1929 he played for the Auckland club, City. In the
early 1930s he founded the Manukau club which put up
a proud record in the Auckland Rugby League
competition, winning the Auckland championship (Fox
Memorial trophy) in 1937, the Stormont Memorial Shield
in 1941, 1942 and 1943 and the Roope Rooster knock-
out in 1936 and 1941.

He gathered together a band of prominent Maori rugby
union players from different parts of the North Island,
including Rangi and Tommy Chase, Ivan Gregory, Jack
Hemi, George Nepia, Peter (Pita) Ririnui, Tommy
Trevarthan, Jack Brodrick, Angus Gault, Walter and
Wilfred Brimble, all of whom became New Zealand
rugby league representatives.

On retiring from playing he continued to work for the
game joining the New Zealand Rugby League council.
Later in life he kept busy on Councils, and chairing the
New Zealand Labour Party Maori Advisory committee
and he was a Member of Parliament for Eastern Maori
from 1963 until he died in 1967.

and his son, Tuhoea Watene has worked diligently

to keep the game alive in the Waikato. He says his
father only got into rugby league when he met the
daughter of the 1911  -1919 Kiwi centre, Jim
Rukutai, whom he later married. As a youngster
Tuhoea was named as an under  -15 New Zealand
Rugby League representative and he later revived
the Petone Rugby League club, for which he played.
He started and played for the College Old Boys
Rugby League club in 1976 in Hamilton.

Tuhoea, now 69 years old and living in Ngaruawa-
hia, travelled to Hamilton to organise Friday night
sausage sizzles for four years until he had enough
to buy a bus which he now proudly uses to drive
young footballers to and from Ngaruawabhia to
Hamilton for games every winter. Is there another
rugby league supporter who would dedicate as
much time as Tuhoea does to the game?

There is a third generation of the Watene family
playing rugby league in Australia -two of
grandsons are close to playing first grade. Tuhoae
Zordan Watene, now 21, played for the Penrith
feeder club, Windsor Wolves, in the NSW Cup in the
curtain raiser to the NRL Grand Final at ANZ
Stadium last October. Windsor Wolves is regarded
as the reserve grade team to Penrith. The
outstanding fullback could be promoted onto the
Penrith team in 2011. His brother, Malakai (left)
Watene -Zelezniak, who turns 19 this year, played
for Penrith 20s during 2010.

It will be a great story if one or both of them
manages to make first grade, they would become
one of the rare families to have three generations
who have played top grade rugby league.
