We wish all the players and their schools the very best 

and hope youôll be able to get along as well and show 

your support.  

 

On August 28 our National Competition kicks off.  

Following on from last years success youôll see all 

seven Zones fielding teams in the three grades: 15s, 

17s and Premiers. The seven rounds will be played 

around the country so keep an eye on our website and 

local media for information about the games to be 

played in your Zone. Indications from the Hearts 

Camps are that all the coahces and their players are  

better prepared and even more competitive than last 

year. Again we wish them all well and may the best 

teams win.  

 

Our NZ Residents 16s and 18s squads have been  

announced, their coaches, managers and trainers  

appointed and all that remains is for the last few spots 

in each squad to be filled by stand out performers in 

the Secondary Schools and National Competition 

teams. Congratulations not only to the players who 

have been named, but also to their management 

teams, these positions (coaches, managers etc) are 

voluntary ones, but we still advertised and interviewed 

for these and a number of quality candidates were 

unlucky to miss out.  

 

Theyôll go into camp later this year to prepare for their 

upcoming international games against the Queensland 

Academy and Australian Schoolboys. Having seen 

these players at the National Elite camp held last 

month, we can already see the benefits of the 2010 

National Competition to their development. The  

pathway from club football to National and  

International competition is now mapped out for any 

players, coaches, managers, trainers and match  

officials who wish to work hard and take advantage of 

the opportunities available to them.  

 

The Kiwis kick of their international season in  

Rarotonga in the Cook Islands on October 6. This is an 

important match for us as we are committed to  

supporting the growth of rugby league throughout the 

Pacific, in addition to which it allows our Kiwis players 

to play some quality football to keep match fit as we 

prepare for the Four Nations.

Then we head to the UK to defend our Four Nations 

title.

Iôm definitely keen to get some 

junior grades up and running by next season.ò 

 

Southland District Rugby League president  

Teaukura Moetaua said Thompsonôs appointment 

was a positive step for the code.  

 

ñThe future sustainability of any sport relies on 

attracting and nurturing young players into the 

game so this is huge for us to have someone  

officially in a development role,ò he said. 

 

ñPreviously there was one person trying to do  

everything for our sport. Now our focus is on 

growth ï the more we can grow our participation 

numbers, the more money we can put back into 

our sport and our programmes which will  

ultimately benefit players at all levels.ò 

 

The ILT Foundation has granted $40,000 to 

Southland District Rugby League, enabling it to 

inject more resources into valuable game  

development.  

 

ILT Foundation chairman Alan Dennis said the 

sport was re -establishing itself strongly in the 

south. ñRugby league is reaching new heights and 

thatôs a credit to the professional approach and 

leadership being shown.ò  

 

Moetaua said he was excited to have Thompson as 

part of the team. ñHe just had the goods. His

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COACH MENTORS WELTEC STUDENTS  

By Simon Edwards, The Hutt News  

WelTec who felt students were floundering a bit and 

could do with Tamaiti Whangaiôs support, would also 

refer them on.  

 

In year three, Tamaiti Whangaiôs intake was 57. Last 

year there were 94 students, this year 130. The  

academyôs statistics speak for themselves. Of 94  

students enrolled last year, 79 successfully completed 

their course and four went on to further study. Eighty -

six got jobs or relocated to Australia for work, or to 

play sport.  

 

Completions rates were highest for Tamaiti Whangai 

students studying exercise science with most involved 

in rugby league, but also those students in the  

construction and electrical trades areas excelled. 79 

percent of Tamaiti Whangai students successfully  

completed their course in 2010. Thatôs better than the 

75 per cent course completion rate across WelTec.  

 

Mr Lomax said one of the biggest lessons young people 

learn when they come to WelTec is how to put past 

disappointments and failure behind them. óóThey have 

an opportunity to do well here. We give them the skills 

to cope in a classroom, to work in teams and to  

develop their sense of themselves as achievers.  

Students learn how to deal with lifeôs challenges with-

out giving up or resorting to violence, alcohol or 

drugs.ôô

It was through sport that David Lomax and Errol  

Weston initially hooked up with teenagers about to 

leave school, or already messing about waiting to  

become eligible for the dole.  

 

Mr Lomax, a Wainuiomata league legend (Kiwi No. 

652, Wellington Orcas 17s Coach 2010), and Mr  

Weston, former captain of the Avalon rugby side, are 

employed by Te Atiawaôs runanga to mentor  

students enrolled at WelTec under the Tamaiti  

Whangai Academy.  

 

Four years ago Tamaiti Whangai looked after 13 

WelTec students, a number of them talented rugby 

league players who needed some sort of qualification 

and life skills as they waited to see if there was an  

opening for them with an NRL club across the  

Tasman.  

 

With extra encouragement and support to overcome 

whatever obstacles cropped up, and some pushing for 

them to get there on time and not to skip classes, 

that initial intake thrived. The good results continued 

in the second year, with 27 students, including young 

men and women interested in rugby and softball.  

 

Just as with the league boys, sport was used as a 

óódriverôô and to show them if they devoted the same 

energy they showed on the sports field in a Wel -Tec 

classroom, the results would come. óóBy the third year 

we were thinking ómaybe this just works for 

everyoneô,ôô Mr Lomax told Hutt News. 

 

While their standing in sport earns Mr  Lomax 

and Mr Weston a measure of respect, which 

means teenagers are willing listen to what 

they have to say, academic results achieved 

by students under Tamaiti Whangaiôs wing also 

speak volumes.  

 

Others found someone to look up to in WelTec 

creative technology tutor Barry Te Whatu, an 

expert carver.  

 

Increasing numbers of young people were  

being referred to them and other tutors at
